Eligibility Criteria

Organization eligible for loans should have minimum experience of six months in the field of micro
credit, formation of SHG, savings mobilization, internal loaning & recovery management.

The NGO/VO should be registered for more than three years as on date of the application.

Maximum loan - Rs. 15,000/- per woman beneficiary for income generating activities.
Rs. 50,000/~ per beneficiary for construction of house.
